® Do not become over-exposed to cold air by staying in the direct path of the airflow of
the air conditioner for extended periods of time.

® Do not insert fingers or objects into the outlet port or intake grilles.

([ J Dodnot start and stop air conditioner operation by turning off the electrical breaker
and so on.

@ In the event of a malfunction (burning smell, etc.), immediately stop operation, turn
off the electrical breaker, and consult authorized service personnel.

® Provide occasional ventilation during use.
A CAUTION! ® Do not direct air flow at fireplaces or heating apparatus.

® Do not climb on, or place objects on, the air conditioner.

® Do not hang objects from the indoor unit.

® Do not set flower vases or water containers on top of air conditioners.
® Do not expose the air conditioner directly to water.

® Do not operate the air conditioner with wet hands.

@ Turn off power source when not using the unit for extended periods.

@ Always turn off the electrical breaker whenever cleaning the air conditioner or the air
filter.

® Connection valves become hot during Heating; handle with care.

® Check the condition of the installation stand for damage.

® Do not place animals or plants in the direct path of the air flow.

® When restarting after a long period of disuse in the winter, do:
Turn the power switch on at least 12 hours before starting the unit.

® Do not drink the water drained from the air conditioner.

® Do not use in applications involving the storage of foods, plants or animals, precision
equipment, or art works.

® Do not apply any heavy pressure to radiator fins.
@ Operate only with air filters installed.
® Do not block or cover the intake grille and outlet port.

@ Ensure that any electronic equipment is at least one metre away from either the in-
door or outdoor units.

@ Avoid installing the air conditioner near a fireplace or other heating apparatus.
® When installing the indoor and outdoor unit, take precautions to prevent access to infants.
® Do not use inflammable gases near the air conditioner.

@ If the unit will not be operated for a period of one month or more, be sure to allow the inner parts of the unit to dry
thoroughly, in advance, by operating the unit in fan mode for half a day.

[ Cleaning the Air Filter }

1. Push the intake grille’s hooks inward to-
wards the center of the unit to open the
intake grille.

2. Pull out the filter from the intake grille.

3. Clean the air filters.
Remove the dust from the air filters by vacuuming or
washing them. After washing, allow the air filters to dry
thoroughly in an area protected from sunlight.

4. Re-attach the air filters to the intake grille.
@ Replace the air filter into its holder.
® Make sure that the air filter makes contact with the
filter stopper when it is replaced into its holder.

@ Dust can be cleaned from the air filter either with a vacuum
cleaner, or by washing the filter in a solution of mild de-
tergent and warm water. If you wash the filter, be sure to
allow it to dry thoroughly in a shady place before rein-
stalling.

@ If dirt is allowed to accumulate on the air filter, air flow
will be reduced, lowering operating efficiency and increas-
ing noise.

® During periods of normal use, the air filters should be
cleaned every two weeks.

Merely turning off the unit’s power switch will not completely disconnect the unit from the power
source. Always be sure to turn off the electrical breaker to ensure that power is completely off.

Noise is heard: ® During operation and immediately after stopping the unit, the
sound of water flowing in the air conditioner’s piping may be
heard. Also, noise may be particularly noticeable for about 2 to 3
minutes after starting operation (sound of coolant flowing). —

@® During operation, a slight squeaking sound may be heard. This is
the result of minute expansion and contraction of the front cover
due to temperature changes.

*@ During Heating operation, a sizzling sound may be heard occa-

sional. This sound is produced by the Automatic Defrosting op- 6
eration.
Smells: ® Some smell may be emitted from the indoor unit. This smell is

the result of room smells (furniture, tobacco, etc.) which have —
been taken into the air conditioner.

Mist or steam are ® During Cooling or Dry operation, a thin mist may be seen emitted
emitted: from the indoor unit. This results from the sudden Cooling of
room air by the air emitted from the air conditioner, resulting in
condensation and misting.

*@ During Heating operation, the outdoor unit’s fan may stop, and
steam may be seen rising from the unit. This is due to Automatic 6
Defrosting operation.

Airflow is weak or stops: |*® When Heating operation is started, fan speed is temporarily very
low, to allow internal parts to warm up.

*@ During Heating operation, if the room temperature rises above
the thermostat setting, the outdoor unit will stop, and the indoor
unit will operate at very low fan speed. If you wish to warm the
room further, set the thermostat for a higher setting.

*@ During Heating operation, the unit will temporarily stop opera-
tion (between 2 and 16 minutes) as the Automatic Defrosting mode 6
operates. During Automatic Defrosting operation, the OPERATION
indicator lamp will flash.

® The fan may operate at very low speed during Dry operation or
when the unit is monitoring the room’s temperature.

@ In the monitor AUTO operation, the fan will operate at very low

speed.

| *Cooling/Heating Priority (HEAT PUMP MODEL only) |

@ This air conditioner operates on the heat-pump principle,
absorbing heat from outdoor air and transferring that heat
indoors. As a result, the operating performance is reduced
as outdoor air temperature drops. If you feel that insuffi-
cient heating performance is being produced, we recom-
mend you use this air conditioner in conjunction with
another kind of heating appliance.

@® Heat-pump air conditioners heat your entire room by
recirculating air throughout the room, with the result that
some time may be required after first starting the air con-
ditioner until the room is heated.

*Microcomputer-controlled Automatic Defrosting |

When using the Heating mode under conditions of low out-
door air temperature high humidity, frost may form on the
outdoor unit, resulting in reduced operating performance.

In order to prevent this kind of reduced performance, this
unitis equipped with a Microcomputer-controlled Automatic
Defrosting function. If frost forms, the air conditioner will
temporarily stop, and the defrosting circuit will operate
briefly (for about 4 to 15 minutes).

During Automatic Defrosting operation, the OPERATION in-
dicator lamp (red) will flash.

@ If another indoor unitin the same system is already oper-
ating in the cooling mode or dry mode, heating mode
settings cannot be performed. (Operation in the cooling
or dry mode will continue.)

@ If another indoor unitin the same system is already oper-
ating in the heating mode, cooling mode or dry mode
settings cannot be performed. (Operation in the cooling
or dry mode will continue.)

| Oil Recovery Operation

Periodically, the oil recovery operation is performed in or-
der to return compressor oil to the outdoor unit. Operation
is stopped during this oil recovery operation. During oil re-
covery operation, the OPERATION indicator lamp (red) will
flash.

| Low Ambient Cooling

When the outdoor temperature drops, the outdoor unit’s fans
may switch to Low Speed, or one of the fans may stop inter-
mittently.
